Larry Gilbert compiled an impressive list of accomplishments as a player during a career that 
spanned over 30 years.  He won the 1965 NCAA College Division Championship while 
attending Middle Tennessee State University, and also captured the 1971 Tennessee PGA 
Championship and the 1971 Tennessee Open.  He won three National PGA Club Professional 
Championships (1981, 1982, and 1991) and is considered one of the finest PGA club 
professional players in history.  He joined the Senior PGA Tour in 1993 and won several times 
on the Senior Tour, his biggest win coming in 1997 with the Ford Senior Players Championship.  
He won eight Kentucky PGA Championships (1974, 1979, 1980, 1981, 1982, 1984, 1985, and 
1990), three Kentucky Open titles (1968, 1975, and 1976), and was named the Kentucky PGA 
Player of the Year 12 times.  He was a member of the PGA of America for over 30 years, was 
inducted into the Middle Tennessee State University Athletic Hall of Fame in 1995 and the 
Kentucky Athletic Hall of Fame in 1998.
